What is a rain garden?
A rain garden is a shallow depression planted with native plants. The
deep roots of native plants allow water to infiltrate into the soil. A rain
garden can be installed to capture water from your roof drain or it can
be built at a low spot to catch water coming from a driveway, parking
area or any other hard surface.

Benefits of a rain garden:
Improved water quality
Reduced stress on stormwater pipes and local streams
Recharges groundwater
Habitat for birds and butterflies

class using a working design he is
preparing for Ricciardi Park that will
capture stormwater runoff from a muilti-
use court (a tennis/basketball hard
surface play area). After a classroom
component, participants will have the
opportunity to visit the Ricciardi Park
site for instruction on site inventory,
design considerations (native plant
selection, soil characteristics, etc.), and
installation procedures (focusing on
residential sized rain gardens).
